ADD-ON CORMNERS:

Add-on corner units are pre-fabricated of No. 1 Grade Wesiermn
Red Codar shingles using the Bosion hip allernating kag corner
congtruction with the allermating ovarlap. One-course starber
cormners must be made on site for Add-on corners.

Whean panels are cul horzontally o fit gable
&nads, under windows and eawes, nal of staple
avery cul shingle close o the edge or apply
mgdding. Staples musl be M7 crown slainiess
sleal. (suggestion: Mail shingles 1o be cut before
sawiIng, about 1727 fnam Saw ling. )

INSIDE CORNERS:

Mail & 1-172% 1-172° wood sirp indo the inssde comer and cauli
sufficiantly where the plywood backer will bult against it. Trm
pangl end square and sl panel against the atrip. Use caution
that caulk does not squesze out ento face of panel!
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
